ORDER REFERRING LETTER OF NOTIFICATION TO THE 
BUREAU OF TECHNICAL UTILITY SERVICES 


		On March 9, 2011, PPL Electric Utilities Corporation (PPL or Company) filed its Letter of Notification (LoN) for authorization for construction of the Tobyhanna #1 and #2 138/69 kV Tap Line to serve the United States Army Depot in Coolbaugh Township, Monroe County.  In conjunction with this LoN, PPL Electric Utilities Corporation is requesting authorization to construct a new double circuit138/69 kV tap line to replace the existing single circuit 69 kV tap which is used for the sole purpose of supplying the United States Army Depot in Tobyhanna.  The proposed tap line is required to improve reliability at the Tobyhanna Army Depot.  
	
		On August 29, 2011, this matter was scheduled for hearing and the matter was assigned to me.  An Initial Hearing was scheduled for October 26, 2011.  By letter dated September 1, 2011, I notified all the parties on the party list that they were required to file a notice of appearance if they intended to participate.  A Notice of Appearance had already been filed by PPL.  No other notices of appearance have been received.  Only one private citizen filed a protest to the LoN, a Mr. Lawrence J. Leonard.  After negotiations with PPL, Mr. Leonard withdrew his protest on September 13, 2011.  No other entity had filed a petition to intervene, a notice of intervention, or a protest.

		As there is no protest, a LoN is reviewed by the Commission’s Technical Utility Services (TUS).  52 Pa. Code § 57.72(d)(5).  TUS reviews the LoN and determines whether to recommend approval or disapproval.  If the LoN is disapproved, the company must file application in accordance with the application procedures in 52 Pa. Code §§ 57.71-75.  Therefore, in the Ordering Paragraph below the matter with be referred to TUS for review and the scheduled hearing cancelled.

		THEREFORE,

		IT IS ORDERED:

		That the Letter of Notification of PPL Electric Utilities Corporation Filed Pursuant to 52 Pa.
