	 	The Commission’s Opinion and Order entered September 23, 2011, referred the above-captioned Complaint proceedings to the Commission’s Mediation Unit for a period “no longer than forty-five days,” and stayed the Complaint proceedings during the pendency of the mediation period.  The Opinion and Order also provided that, in the event the Complaint proceedings are not resolved through mediation, the stay will be lifted without further action by the Commission, and the Complaint proceedings will be referred to the Office of Administrative Law Judge (OALJ) for adjudication on an expedited basis.  Opinion and Order at 21. The forty-five mediation period terminates on November 14, 2011.[footnoteRef:1] [1:  	 The Opinion and Order referred the Complaint proceedings to the Mediation Unit within five days of the date that the Opinion and Order was entered, or by September 28, 2011.  The end of the forty-five day period falls on Saturday, November 12, 2011, and automatically is extended to Monday November 14, 2011.  52 Pa. Code § 1.12.] 


 	On November 9, 2011, the Mediator assigned to these Complaint proceedings requested that the mediation period be extended to December 9, 2011. The Mediator stated that, although the cases had not been resolved, the Parties would like to keep working toward an amicable resolution.   

	We will grant the Mediator’s request, and propose that the mediation period and the stay imposed by our September 23, 2011 Opinion and Order be extended to December 9, 2011.  If a resolution is not reached by that date, and if no further timely requests for extensions of time have been made, the stay automatically will be lifted and the Complaint proceedings shall be referred to OALJ for adjudication on an expedited basis.
