I have an additional request:

West Penn Power (WPP) and/or Duquesne Electric, utilizing a mutually agreed upon and independent RF specialist contractor, will conduct a study of RF spectrum and emission analysis in the frequency band of 915MHz through 956MHz +/- 10MHz of these frequencies at every channel interval of 500KHz on every electricity transmission line operating above 138KV from the Pennsylvania State Line west of Avella, PA to Uniontown, PA at every ½ mile interval.

Upon completion of the above; said independent RF specialist contractor will carry out RF spectrum and emission analysis at the SmartGrid mast installation east of Altoona, PA and north of I-99 close to the village of Tyrone. Beginning at the line-of-sight on I-99 east of Tyrone, RF spectrum and emission analysis in the frequency band of 915MHz through 956MHz +/- 10MHz of these frequencies at every channel interval of 500KHz and will be taken every ¼ mile travelling north towards said mast installation.
Contract for said study by mutually agreed upon independent RF specialist contractor will be placed within 30 days of receipt of this request and will be completed within 21 days of the award of said contract.

As an independent representative and one that hears these microwave emissions I will witness the work as it is conducted by said independent RF specialist contractor. In the unlikely event that the RF emissions are temporarily not present the analysis will be abandoned until such time that said emissions are present once more. 

The hourly contract rate for my attendance as an independent specialist representative will be $193.00 per hour. Premium time will apply at the multiplier rate of 1.5 for weekday out-of-hours and Saturday attendance, 2.0 for Sunday attendance. Per Diem rate of $260.00 will apply. Invoice will be paid in 30 days of receipt. Per Diem is payable in advance.
West Penn Power and/or Duquesne Electric may choose and have their mutually agreed upon attending representative when and as they see fit. I would suggest, for the sake of convenience; that as Attorney Munsch appears to be the on-going representative of WPP in this matter that he fit the bill.
This study data will be presented and explained by said independent RF specialist contractor in the hearing room in the attendance of the complainant, respondent, presiding PA PUC ALJ and will be entered on record.
I understand from my contacts at/contact with NIST that public safety and well-being are foremost in their mindset during the implementation of this technology. And that NIST is the official funding body with, in excess of, $1Trillion available for any and all work associated with the SmartGrid initiative.
