You are no doubt aware that I have attempted to contact you by phone several times since the April 29, 2011 PUC hearing regarding the subject line item in Downtown Pittsburgh.  You have failed to either answer my calls or to return them.  I can only assume that neither you nor your company wishes to reach an agreement regarding said complaint.

I should remind you that the low frequency audible emissions from your electricity transmission lines continue to occur; 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.
From our pre-hearing conversations you are aware that; as a result of loss of sleep and etcetera over an extended period of time due to these audible emissions; I have been incapacitated and my overall health has deteriorated excessively.  The situation has become intolerable.
Thus far, I have continued to pursue this matter personally without involving others.  I should inform you and your company that this state of affairs can change rapidly.
I am in contact with the media in several States and also TrAIL opposition groups.    To put it mildly, these people are straining at the leash for their opportunity to arise.  My research has been quite thorough and includes PJM et al management of the SynchoPhasor SmartGrid project, which, in a nutshell, is pathetic at best.
I believe that this is also an opportune time to commence discussions regarding compensatory and restorational damages for the almost 2 years of suffering and financial losses that I have been forced to experience.  Then there are, of course, the hundreds of hours of, thus far, unpaid work that I have completed on this matter, and that you have benefited from, that will need to be addressed.
