During the last week of August the noise from your transmission lines was not evident for much of the time.  When it could be heard it was at the background-noise level of volume.  It felt as if a great burden had been lifted from me.
Unfortunately, in the early morning of Labor Day, around 5:20am, the noise came back on at its full level of volume and has not stopped since.

Surely it is possible to correlate the occurrences of this noise to the switching of power from one or more of your control rooms.

On Friday, September 2, 2011 I spoke (separately) with two men in their mid-50’s in the parking lot area of my apartment complex.  The first was in a Columbia Gas truck and told me that he was checking the gas meters.  I asked him if he could hear a low-frequency noise; he replied that he could but did not know what it was or where it was coming from.

The 2nd man was a painting contractor. I asked this man if he could hear a low-frequency noise; he replied that he could and that he considered that it was electrical line noise.  He also indicated that it seemed to be coming from the west, which was correct.
I am not a police officer or any other kind of official that can ask for names, addresses, and/or phone numbers of the people that I speak with.  I have had some quite rude responses from people when I have requested this information from them.  To get the information that I am after I have to engage people in conversation and slowly work around to the low-frequency noise question.
This noise is real; it is originating from your transmission lines.  How it is affecting me you are already aware, how it is affecting other people I can only guess.

In my report titled Report #2 – Conclusive Further Research, dated June 16, 2011, there is an error:
In item 7.13.1 the words “the ultra-stable note of A4 – i.e. “A” in the fourth octave” should read “the ultra-stable note of A2 – i.e. “A” in octave #2”.  I have attached the corrected document for your convenience.

Report #2 was originally addressed to PUC Judge Hoyer; however, his office was no longer accepting information on this case on the date of said report’s release.
I again request that you extend to me the courtesy of a response.
