Upon the filing of acceptable temporary proof of insurance (in the exact name of the applicant as it appears on this letter:  STEVEN HOUSER, JR., T/A S W  HOUSER TRUCKING; also advise your insurance carrier to place the following numbers at the top of your insurance forms: A-8913954 and A-2011-2266957), you will be granted the right to operate as follows:



To transport, as a motor common carrier, property, excluding household goods in use, between points in Pennsylvania.


Upon the filing of permanent proof of insurance (in the exact name of the applicant as it appears on this letter:  STEVEN HOUSER, JR., T/A S W  HOUSER TRUCKING; also advise your insurance carrier to place the following numbers at the top of your insurance forms: A-8913954 and A-2011-2266957)), and upon compliance with any other provision of this letter, a Certificate of Public Convenience will be issued authorizing the service cited above.


If you have not previously submitted a copy of a current satisfactory safety rating from the U.S. Department of Transportation or another state with safety regulations comparable to Pennsylvania, you must demonstrate safety fitness by completing a Safety Fitness Review which will be scheduled by a PUC enforcement officer within 180 days of the date your Certificate of Public Convenience is issued/entered.  Failure to submit to the Safety Fitness Review or achieve a Satisfactory Safety Fitness Evaluation will result in the cancellation of your certificate and you will be required to file a new application and application fee.  An overview of the safety regulations for carriers of people, property and  household goods between points in Pennsylvania can be found on the PUC’s Website:  http://www.puc.state.pa.us/general/onlineforms.aspx; then select:  Transportation & Safety – Motor Carrier Forms, Safety Fitness Compliance.  

The applicant is hereby advised of its obligation to familiarize itself with the requirements of 52 Pa. Code as applicable to the operation of a common carrier as authorized by this Secretarial letter.  Applicant is further advised that failure to comply with all applicable requirements may subject the carrier to penalties, including fines, suspension of operating rights or cancellation of its authority.
