REVISED BRIEFING ORDER

All parties filing briefs are to provide an electronic version or disk of their Main and Reply Briefs to me in Word 2007 (or compatible), if possible.

That briefs filed are to comply with 52 Pa. Code §§5.501 and 5.502, including the requirement that briefs provide transcript page and exhibit references to show where the evidence appears in the record.  Proposed findings of fact, conclusions of law, and ordering paragraphs are helpful but optional in this case.

That if a brief contains a citation to an unreported decision which is not available on LEXIS or the Commission’s website, a copy of that unreported decision must be appended to the brief.

That any request for a change in the briefing deadlines must be submitted to me in writing no later than five (5) days prior to the deadline.  52 Pa. Code §1.15(b).  Requests for changes must state the agreement or opposition of other parties, and must be sent to me and all parties of record.

That when filing any exceptions and reply exceptions, the parties shall serve a copy on the Commission’s Office of Special Assistants.
