ORDER

DISCUSSION

 Canterbury International, Incorporated, t/d/b/a Two Men and A Truck (carrier) furnishes household goods in use services originating in Allegheny County as more thoroughly described in the Orders which grant authority at Docket Nos. A-00121505 and A-00121505, F. 1, Am-A.
