TO ALL PARTIES:
By Secretarial Letter dated February 2, 2012, the Commission issued the Initial Decision of Administrative Law Judge Mark A. Hoyer in this matter.  Exceptions were due within twenty days of that letter (i.e., by February 22, 2012).  Reply Exceptions were due within ten days after the date that Exceptions were due (i.e., by March 5, 2012).
On March 5, 2012, Ms. Douglas called the Commission’s Secretary and explained that she did not, in fact, receive her copy of the Initial Decision until February 29, 2012.  She requested an extension until March 12, 2012, to file her Exceptions.  Commission staff contacted Counsel for Philadelphia Gas Works, who had no objection to the request.  

The Commission’s Regulation at 52 Pa. Code § 1.15(a) permits the Commission to grant an extension of time after the pertinent time period has expired if there are reasonable grounds for the failure to act.  The Commission finds that Ms. Douglas has established reasonable grounds for her failure to file Exceptions by February 22, 2012.  As a result, the Commission will extend the period for filing Exceptions by one additional week.  Exceptions, therefore, shall be filed on or before March 12, 2012, and Reply Exceptions shall be filed on or before March 22, 2012.
The Parties should consult the Secretarial Letter of February 2, 2012 for filing instructions.  In particular, the Parties are reminded that copies of Exceptions and Replies are to be sent to the other Parties and the Office of Special Assistants (3rd Floor, Keystone Building, 400 North Street, Harrisburg, PA 17120).
