ORDER

BY THE COMMISSION:


 
Corry Cab Company (carrier) furnishes call and demand service in the city of Corry, Erie County, as more thoroughly described in the order which grants authority at Docket No. A-00117072.  



Carrier has filed Tariff Call and Demand Pa. PUC No. 5 and documentation, in compliance with 52 Pa. Code §§23.63 and 23.68, for passenger carriers with gross annual intrastate revenues of less than $500,000.  The request is certified to the Commission for its decision without an oral hearing.  The record consists of the proposed tariff and accompanying documentation.
ANALYSIS


The current rates have been in effect since June 1, 2007. The carrier reported total revenues of $76,709 for the twelve months ending December 31, 2011.  The proposed increase in rates would generate an increase of $22,479 in revenues for a total projection of $99,188 for the 12 months following the increase.



Included with the carrier’s supporting documents were invoices and bills indicating increased insurance premiums and maintenance costs.  The carrier reported it will experience expense increases in the amount of $2,921 and projects total expenses of $96,463.  The resulting operating ratio would be 97%. 



There are currently no outstanding fines or assessments.  Commission records indicate that the carrier’s total intrastate revenue is less than $500,000 based upon assessment reports.  We conclude that the data compiled and submitted by the carrier supports this increase.  

CONCLUSION



We have determined that the carrier has met the requirements of 52 Pa. Code §§23.63 and 23.68; THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1. That Tariff Call and Demand Pa. PUC No. 5 is approved to become effective March 19, 2012. 

2. That a copy of this order be served upon the carrier.
