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Application of Haverford Movers, LLC, a limited liability company of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, for the right to transport, as a common carrier, by motor vehicle, household goods in use, from points in the counties of Bucks, Chester, Delaware, Montgomery, and Philadelphia, to points within 40 miles or less of the originating county.

ORDER

BY THE COMMISSION:



This matter comes before the Commission on an application filed August 18, 2011.  Public notice of the application was given in the Pennsylvania Bulletin of October 1, 2011, with protests due by October 17, 2011.  No protests were filed.  The record consists of the application, the applicant’s verified statement, one statement of support from a party residing in Chester County, three statement of support from parties residing in Delaware County, one statement of support from a party residing in Philadelphia County, and one statement of support from a party residing in Montgomery County.  The application is certified to the Commission for its decision without oral hearing.

DISCUSSION AND FINDINGS



Haverford Movers, LLC, (or applicant) seeks the initial right to transport household goods in use.  The applicant has over five years of experience in every part of the industry including dealing with payroll, office management, providing estimates, scheduling moves and resolving disputes.  
The applicant’s office is at 1241 Bon Air Road, Havertown.  It includes a separate entrance for business, a two bay garage for storing packing supplies and moving equipment, a business phone line with phone and answering service.  Office equipment includes a scanner, fax machine, printer, computer and a five drawer file cabinet.  Office hours will be Monday through Saturday from 8:00 AM until finished with last scheduled move.
It is the intention of the applicant to employ three to four employees, creating one crew of workers to begin service.  The responsibilities of the movers will include knowledge in safe handling, packing, and securing goods on the truck.
Only drivers known to be capable, responsible and who practice safe driving will be hired.  There is a zero tolerance policy regarding drug or alcohol abuse.  Applicant will maintain background checks on all employees including driving and criminal records.

A 1996 International 4700 26 foot truck has been gifted for use from Walls/Delaware Valley Havertown/Westtown Movers LLC.  Applicant’s safety program will consist of a daily inspection by the driver, along with semi-annually for inspection, service and verify the vehicle complies with the requirements of 49 CFR Parts 393 and 396, as adopted by the PUC at 52 Pa. Code, Chapter 37 and 67 Pa. Code, Chapter 175.



The applicant’s balance sheet dated December 28, 2011, shows total assets of $26,500, of which $3,000 is cash, and total liabilities of $17,200.  Applicant has an owner’s equity of $9,300.  Projected revenue of $120,000 will return a net income of $28,200.


Applicant has submitted one statement of support from a party residing in Chester County, three statement of support from parties residing in Delaware County, one statement of support from a party residing in Philadelphia County, and one statement of support from a party residing in Montgomery County.  The applicant was unable to furnish support for service in Bucks County; therefore, that territory will be removed from the authorized service area.
A review of the record before us indicates that the applicant possesses the technical expertise, experience, facilities, sufficient capital and other resources necessary to provide the proposed service. 
 The applicant is hereby advised of its obligation to familiarize itself with the requirements of 52 Pa. Code as applicable to the operation of a common carrier as authorized by this Order.  Applicant is further advised that failure to comply with all applicable requirements may subject the carrier to penalties, including fines, suspension of operating rights or cancellation of its authority.  Title 52 of the Pa. Code is available online at www.pacode.com. 

After complete review of the record, we find:

1. Applicant seeks the initial right to provide household goods in use services and the application is unopposed.
2. The applicant is supported by six parties residing in Chester, Delaware, Philadelphia, and Montgomery Counties.
3. Applicant has the equipment, ability and fitness necessary to render the service.

4. The evidence of record is sufficient to establish necessity for the service.

5. Approval of the application is necessary for the accommodation and convenience of the public; THEREFORE,
IT IS ORDERED:  That the application be and is hereby approved granting the following right:
To transport, as a common carrier, by motor vehicle, household goods in use, from points in the Counties of Chester, Delaware, Montgomery, and Philadelphia, to points in Pennsylvania within 40 miles or less of the originating county


IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That the applicant shall not engage in any additional transportation authorized by this order until the applicant has received a certificate of public convenience from the Commission.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That a certificate of public convenience shall not be issued until the following are submitted to the Commission and approved by the Commission:


1.   Form E, as evidence of bodily injury and property damage liability 


      insurance.


2.   A tariff establishing just and reasonable rates.



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That the authority granted herein, to the extent that it duplicates authority now held by or subsequently granted to the applicant, shall not be construed as conferring more than one operating right. 



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That upon compliance with the requirements hereinbefore set forth, a certificate shall issue evidencing the Commission's approval of the right to operate as above-determined.  



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That in the event said applicant has not, on or before sixty (60) days from the date of entry of this order, complied with the requirements hereinbefore set forth, the application shall be dismissed without further proceedings.


IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That applicant must demonstrate safety fitness by completing a Safety Fitness Review.  Applicant will be contacted by Commission staff, which will schedule a review to be completed within 180 days of the date the certificate is issued.  Failure to submit to a Safety Fitness Review or to attain a satisfactory evaluation will result in cancellation of the certificate.
