HISTORY OF THE PROCEEDING
On June 7, 2011, Michael Maroni (Complainant) filed a Formal Complaint with the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission against UGI Penn Natural Gas, Inc. (PNG or Respondent) alleging an inability to pay his utility bills and requesting a lower payment arrangement.  On June 24, 2011, the Respondent filed an Answer denying the material allegations of the Complaint.  
By Hearing Notice dated November 9, 2011, the parties were notified that an Initial Hearing in this case was scheduled for the morning of January 13, 2012.  A Prehearing Order was issued on November 10, 2011, stating the date and time of the scheduled hearing and advising the parties that the case could be dismissed if they failed to obtain a continuance and failed to appear for the hearing.  The Prehearing Order also advised the parties of applicable procedural rules. 

The hearing convened as scheduled.  The Complainant failed to appear for his scheduled hearing.  Jeffery Sunday, Esquire appeared, on behalf of Respondent and was prepared to proceed with the hearing.  No witnesses were presented and no exhibits were admitted into the record.  Attorney Sunday moved for dismissal of this case for failure to prosecute.  That motion will be granted in the Ordering Paragraphs below.  The record closed at the conclusion of the hearing.

FINDINGS OF FACT

1. On June 7, 2011, Michael Maroni filed a Formal Complaint with the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission against UGI Penn Natural Gas, Inc. alleging an inability to pay his utility bills and requesting a lower payment arrangement. 

2. On June 24, 2011, PNG filed an Answer denying the material allegations of the Complaint.  
3. By Hearing Notice dated November 9, 2011, the parties were notified that an Initial Hearing in this case was scheduled for the morning of January 13, 2012.  

4. A Prehearing Order was issued on November 10, 2011, stating the date and time of the scheduled hearing and advising the parties that the case could be dismissed if they failed to obtain a continuance and failed to appear for the hearing.
5. The Hearing Notice and Prehearing Order were not returned to Office of the Administrative Law Judge by the United States Postal Service as undeliverable.

6. Complainant failed to appear for the Hearing. 

7. Complainant did not settle or withdraw the Complaint prior to the scheduled hearing or obtain a continuance.

DISCUSSION

In his Formal Complaint, Complainant alleged an inability to pay his utility bills.  As the party seeking affirmative relief from the Commission, Complainant bears the burden of proof.  66 Pa. C.S. § 332(a).  

To satisfy this burden, a complainant must show that the named utility is responsible or accountable for the problem described in the Complaint.  Patterson v. Bell Telephone Company of Pennsylvania, 72 PA PUC 196 (1990); Feinstein v. Philadelphia Suburban Water Company, 50 PA PUC 300 (1976).  This must be shown by a preponderance of the evidence.  Samuel J. Lansberry, Inc. v. PA Public Utility Comm’n, 578 A.2d 600 (Pa. Cmwlth. 1990), alloc. den., 602 A.2d 863 (1992).  That is, a complainant must present evidence more convincing, by even the smallest amount, than that presented by the other party.  Se-Ling Hosiery v. Margulies, 364 Pa. 45, (1950).  Additionally, any finding of fact necessary to support the Commission’s adjudication must be based upon substantial evidence.  Mill v. Comm’w., PA Public Utility Comm’n, 447 A.2d 1100 (Pa. Cmwlth. 1982); Edan Transportation Corp. v. PA Public Utility Comm’n, 623 A.2d 6 (Pa. Cmwlth. 1993), 2 Pa. C.S. § 704.  More is required than a mere trace of evidence or a suspicion of the existence of a fact sought to be established.  Norfolk and Western Ry. v. PA Public Utility Comm’n, 489 Pa. 109, (1980); Erie Resistor Corp. v. Unemployment Compensation Bd. of Review, 166 A.2d 96 (Pa. Super. 1960); Murphy v. Commonwealth, Dep’t. of Public Welfare, White Haven Center, 480 A.2d 382 (Pa. Cmwlth. 1984).
Administrative agencies, like the Public Utility Commission, are required to provide due process to the parties appearing before them.  This requirement is satisfied when the parties are afforded notice and the opportunity to appear and be heard.  Schneider v. Pa. PUC, 479 A.2d 10 (Pa. Cmwlth. 1984).  Notice mailed to a party’s last known address and not returned by the post office is presumed to have been received.  Chartiers Industrial and Commercial Development Authority v. Allegheny County Board of Property Assessment Appeals and Review, 645 A.2d 944 (Pa. Cmwlth.1994).
The Hearing Notice and Prehearing Order were mailed to the Complainant at the address listed on his Complaint form and have not been returned to the Commission by the United States Postal Service.  Therefore, Complainant is deemed to have received these documents and had sufficient notice of the day, date and time of the scheduled hearing.  Once notice of a hearing and the opportunity to be heard has been provided, it is the responsibility of the parties to appear and participate in the hearing.  Sentner v. Bell Telephone Co. of Pennsylvania, Opinion and Order entered October 25, 1993 at Docket No. F‑00161106.  

Attorney Sunday, for PNG moved for dismissal for Complainant’s failure to prosecute.  By his unexcused failure to appear Complainant waived the opportunity to participate in the hearing and this case will be dismissed with prejudice.  52 Pa. Code § 5.245(a); Jefferson v. UGI Utilities, Inc., Opinion and Order entered December 26, 1995 at Docket No. Z‑00269892.  

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

1. The Commission has jurisdiction over the parties and the subject matter of this proceeding.  66 Pa. C.S. § 701.
2. Notice mailed to a party’s last known address and not returned by the post office is presumed to have been received.  Chartiers Industrial and Commercial Development Authority v. Allegheny County Board of Property Assessment Appeals and Review, 645 A.2d 944 (Pa. Cmwlth. 1994).

3. By his unexcused failure to appear Complainant waived the opportunity to participate in the hearing and this case will be dismissed with prejudice.  52 Pa. Code § 5.245(a); Jefferson v. UGI Utilities, Inc., Opinion and Order entered December 26, 1995 at Docket No. Z‑00269892.  

ORDER

THEREFORE, 

IT IS ORDERED:

1.
That the motion of PNG to dismiss the Complaint of Michael Maroni at Docket No. C-2011-2246636 is granted.

2.
That the Formal Complaint filed by Michael Maroni against UGI Penn Natural Gas, Inc. at Docket No. C-2011-2246636 is dismissed with prejudice for failure to prosecute.
