TO ALL PARTIES:
On January 31, 2012, the Commission served all Parties to this proceeding with the Initial Decision of Administrative Law Judge Dennis J. Buckley.  Exceptions were due on or before February 20, 2012 and Replies to Exceptions were due on or before March 1, 2012.  
On March 28, 2012, counsel for the Respondent contacted the Commission to request an extension of time to file Replies to Exceptions.  She stated that she had never received the Exceptions filed by the Complainant.  She further indicated that she attempted to telephone the Complainant, to determine if the Complainant objected to the request for an extension, but she received a voice message stating that the number is no longer in service.  She requested an extension until April 2, 2012, to file Replies to Exceptions.
The Commission’s Regulations at 52 Pa. Code § 1.15 permit a party to request an extension of time to perform an act, after the expiration of the specified period, where reasonable grounds are shown for the failure to act.  The Commission finds it reasonable that the Respondent did not file Replies to Exceptions in a case in which it did not receive the Exceptions.  The Commission hereby grants the Respondent’s request, and extends the period for filing Replies to Exceptions until April 2, 2012.
