Today I received a message that you had called the Office of Administrative Law Judge and had asked me to return your call.  The message further indicated that you had spoken with Wendy Keezel of the Bureau of Transportation and Safety last year about the above-captioned matter, and that you were of the understanding that this matter could be resolved upon the payment by you of a $100 civil penalty, rather than the $1,000 civil penalty sought in the above-captioned complaint.  In addition, the message indicated that you were to have been sent paperwork from the Bureau of Transportation and Safety regarding the $100 civil penalty, but that you never received this paperwork.


As this complaint is currently pending before me, and a hearing is scheduled for Thursday, August 18, 2011, in Harrisburg, PA, it is not appropriate for me to speak with you about your contentions, outside of the presence of other parties to this case.  However, I have communicated your message to Ms. Elizabeth Lion-Januzzi, counsel for the Bureau of Transportation and Safety, and she will be endeavoring to contact you to discuss this matter.
