PREHEARING ORDER #3


On May 4, 2012, PPL Electric Utilities Corporation (PPL) filed a motion requesting that we modify the procedural schedule established for this proceeding. We issued Prehearing Order #2 on December 14, 2011, establishing litigation and briefing schedules.  Paragraph 11 of Prehearing Order #2 scheduled hearings and established deadlines for serving testimony and filing briefs.  PPL’s motion requests that we reschedule the evidentiary hearings now scheduled for June 18-20, 2012 and modify the deadlines for serving testimony and filing briefs.  



In support of its motion, PPL asserts that the requested modification will give the parties additional time to review PPL’s amendments to two of the applications that it filed on April 23, 2012.  In addition, the modification will give the parties time to conduct additional discovery and to prepare supplemental testimony with regard to the amendments.  PPL represents that it has contacted the other parties to this proceeding and none of them object to the proposed modifications.



PPL’s allegations constitute good cause for modifying Prehearing Order #2, pursuant to 52 Pa. Code §§1.15 and 5.223(a), and is unopposed.  We will therefore grant PPL’s request.
