QUESTIONS AND PROCEDURE
1. Borough of Nesquehoning (complainant) submit a plan of the general area of the subject crossings showing the location of the rail-highway crossings, the highways involved, and any other public highways in the area.

2. Complainant shall submit testimony describing in detail the type, width of pavement, alignment, speed limit and general physical condition of the highway approaches to, through and beyond the crossings.

3. Complainant shall submit any testimony indicating whether, in its opinion, the existing crossings are adequate to accommodate safely the class and volume of traffic using the highway at these locations and submit testimony describing the general nature and extent of all work which it deems necessary or advisable to improve the conditions at these locations.

4.
Complainant shall submit any testimony as to what portion of work it will agree to perform at each location; what portion of the construction costs it will agree to assume, in the event an improvement of the crossing areas is ordered by this Commission.

5.
C&S Railroad shall submit testimony as to the exact corporate name of the owner and operator of the line of railroad involved at these locations.

6.
C&S Railroad shall submit testimony stating the number of tracks located at the subject crossings; state the volume, class and approximate speed over the tracks; type of crossing surface at each crossing; and type of warning devices at each crossing.
