TO ALL PARTIES:
On July 6, 2012, the Commission issued the Initial Decision of Administrative Law Judge Joel H. Cheskis in this matter.  The Parties were advised that Exceptions were due within twenty days (i.e., on or before July 26, 2012) and Replies to Exceptions were due within ten days thereafter.
By letter dated July 12, 2012, counsel for PGW requested an extension of time to file Exceptions.  This letter stated that the PGW attorney familiar with this case had a previously-scheduled vacation out of the country beginning July 13, 2012, and would not return to work until July 24, 2012.  Consequently, PGW’s counsel requested an extension for filing Exceptions until August 13, 2012 (i.e., twenty days after his return to work).  This letter also stated that PGW’s counsel had attempted to contact the Complainant to determine if the Complainant had any objections to the request for an extension, but was unable to reach the Complainant.  
The Commission’s Regulation at 52 Pa. Code § 1.15 permits the Commission to grant an extension of time for good cause shown before the pertinent time period has expired.  The Commission finds that PGW has established good cause for the requested extension of time.  As a result, the Commission will extend the period for filing Exceptions until August 13, 2012.  Replies to Exceptions will be due on or before August 23, 2012.
