SECTION 703(G) ORDER 
BY THE COMMISSION:

On December 16, 2011, XOOM Energy Pennsylvania, LLC (XOOM) filed a License Application to operate as a supplier and broker/marketer engaged in the business of supplying natural gas services in the service territories of National Fuel Gas Distribution Corporation, Peoples Natural Gas Corporation, Columbia Gas of Pennsylvania, Inc., PECO, UGI and UGI Central Penn Gas, within the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.  This application was filed pursuant to section 2208 of the Natural Gas Choice and Competition Act (Act) and Title 52 of the Pennsylvania Code, Chapter 62, Subchapter D. The Commission approved XOOM’s natural gas supplier (NGS) application, at Docket No. A-2012-2283967, Order Entered July 20, 2012.
After additional review,  it has been determined that XOOM did not furnish the documentation required to evidence its compliance with the Section 2208(c) bonding requirement for the natural gas distribution company service territory of PECO Gas in which they are applying for authority to operate.
Section 2208(c)(1), 66 Pa. C.S. §2208(c)(1), provides that a natural gas supplier license shall not be issued unless the applicant furnishes a bond or other security in a form and amount to ensure its financial responsibility.  The criteria used to establish the form and amount of the bond or other security is set forth in the natural gas distribution company’s tariff.  The amount and form of the bond or other security may also be mutually agreed to between the natural gas distribution company and the natural gas supplier.  Section 2208 also provides that should the parties fail to achieve an agreement, then the form and amount of bond or other financial security “shall be determined by criteria approved by the Commission.” It has been determined that XOOM has not provided the documentation to evidence its compliance with the Section 2208(c) bonding requirement for the following natural gas distribution company service territory: PECO Gas.


According to Section 703(g) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §703(g), “[t]he Commission may, at any time, after notice and after opportunity to be heard as provided in this chapter, rescind or amend any order made by it.”  Tranter v. Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission, 288 A.2d 837 (Pa. Comwlth. 1972).  

At this time, the Commission will tentatively rescind its Order Entered July 20, 2012 at Docket No. A-2012-2283967 that approved the NGS license of XOOM Energy Pennsylvania, LLC regarding authority to operate in the natural gas distribution company service territory of PECO Gas.  XOOM will therefore be afforded an opportunity to evidence its compliance with 66 Pa. C.S. §2208(c) to the Commission by providing the necessary documentation.  The Bureau of Technical Utility Services will then review the NGS application of XOOM for accuracy and completeness.  Upon complete review and approval of the application, the Commission will issue a Final Order. 

Upon our review, we find it necessary that the Company provide to the Commission the supporting documentation as described in this Order; THEREFORE,
IT IS ORDERED:

1.
That the Order Entered July 20, 2012 at Docket No. A-2012-2283967 regarding the authority to operate in the PECO Gas natural gas distribution company be tentatively rescinded.


2.
That XOOM Energy Pennsylvania, LLC, is directed to furnish supporting documentation to the Commission as described in this Tentative Order.

3.
That upon receiving the required documentation, the Bureau of Technical Utility Services will review and dispose of the natural gas supplier application.
