BRIEFING ORDER


On May 15, 2012, PPL Electric Utilities Corporation (PPL or “the Company”) filed with the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission) four Applications.  The first Application sought approval of the siting and construction of the Blooming Grove – Jackson and Peckville – Jackson 138/69 kV Transmission Line in Monroe County, Pennsylvania.  The other three Applications sought the exercise of eminent domain to acquire rights-of-way and easements across three properties.  The transmission line is a 3.8 mile long double-circuit transmission line located in Jackson and Pocono Townships, Monroe County.  PPL averred in the Applications that the line is required to reduce the electrical load on the existing Blooming Grove – Jackson 138/69 kV circuit and provide operating flexibility and improved reliability for customers in Jackson, Pocono and Tobyhanna Townships in Monroe County.  

On October 3, 2012, an evidentiary hearing was held in this matter.  At the conclusion of the hearing, the following briefing schedule was agreed upon:
