ORDER SUSPENDING LITIGATION SCHEDULE AND
PROVIDING FOR SETTLEMENT PROCEDURES 


		On Wednesday, October 10, 2012, I was informed by counsel for the Borough of Hanover (Borough) that all parties had reached a settlement in principle as to all issues in the above-captioned proceedings.  Accordingly, it is appropriate to suspend the litigation schedule set forth in the September 14, 2012, and October 1, 2012, Procedural Orders, and cancel the hearings.  However, in order for the record to contain sufficient information to make a recommendation concerning whether the proposed settlement, to be subsequently filed, is in the public interest, I am admitting into the record the Borough’s prepared testimony and exhibits (identified as Borough of Hanover Statement Nos. 1-5, with accompanying exhibits), to be supplemented with attached affidavits or verifications attesting to the truth of the averments.  No party has objected to this procedure.

		I am informed that the Joint Petition for Settlement can be presented to me no later than Friday, October 19, 2012.  I find that date to be reasonable; therefore, the signed settlement petitions and all attachments, including statements in support from all signatories, must be provided to the presiding officer in both an electronic version (Word 2010 if possible) and hard copy, and filed with the Commission, by close of business (4:30 p.m.) on Friday, October 19, 2012.  If a party does not sign the settlement, that party must provide a letter of non-opposition.  In addition, the Borough must provide a CD to the Secretary’s Bureau in searchable pdf format of the Joint Petition for Settlement, with all attachments, at the time the settlement documents are filed.  
	
		In the event that the above deadline, or the deadline as reasonably extended, is not met, a telephonic conference may be held with the parties to determine whether further testimony/hearings are required.  In addition, I reserve the right to schedule such telephonic conferences as are necessary to clarify settlement terms and conditions.

		THEREFORE,

		IT IS ORDERED:

		1.	That the litigation schedules set forth in the September 14, 2012, and October 1, 2012, Procedural Orders are hereby suspended, due to a comprehensive settlement in principle.

		2.	That the November 29, 30, and December 3, 2012, hearings scheduled in this matter are cancelled.

		3.	That the Borough’s prepared testimony and exhibits, identified for the record as Borough of Hanover Statement Nos. 1-5, with accompanying exhibits and attached affidavits/verifications, are admitted into the evidentiary record.  The Borough will provide the requisite number(s) of copies of these documents to the Secretary’s Bureau as soon as possible, and will notify me and the other parties when this has been accomplished.  
 
4.	That the Joint Petition for Settlement, with attached supporting documents as required herein, be provided in-hand to the presiding officer by close of business (4:30 pm.) on Friday, October 19, 2012, in both an electronic version and hard copy, and filed with the Secretary’s Bureau, along with a CD of all settlement documents in searchable pdf format.
