TO ALL PARTIES:


On July 12, 2012, AAA Worldwide Transportation, Inc. (AAA Worldwide) filed a Petition for Appeal of Staff Action (Petition) in regard to the Public Utility Commission’s Secretarial Letter dated June 27, 2012, concerning the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement (I&E) Complaint filed on November 29, 2011, at Docket No. C-2011-2270681.


The Complaint stated that between December 1 and December 31, 2010, AAA Worldwide did not provide the Commission with a current list of all of its vehicles utilized under its limousine authority.  I&E requested that AAA Worldwide pay a $250 civil penalty for this violation.  
AAA Worldwide did not file an Answer to the Complaint.  The Secretarial Letter noted that AAA Worldwide did not pay the $250 civil penalty within the time period stated in the Complaint.  


The Petition avers that AAA Worldwide was not issued a certificate of public convenience for limousine authority until February 4, 2011, and requests that the $250 civil penalty be dismissed.
Subsequent investigation by Commission staff revealed that AAA Worldwide’s certificate of public convenience for limousine authority did become effective on February 4, 2011, and therefore AAA Worldwide was not obligated to provide the Commission with a vehicle list in 2010.  Consequenlty, on October 2, 2012, I&E filed a Petition for Leave to Withdraw the Complaint, pursuant to 52 Pa. Code 
§ 5.94, that was filed against AAA Worldwide at Docket No. C-2011-2270681.  No party has filed an objection to the Petition to Withdraw.
We find that the public interest favors granting the Petition for Leave to Withdraw the Complaint.  In light of this action, the Petition for Appeal of Staff Action is moot.  As there are now no outstanding issues in this matter, the proceeding is marked closed.
