Dear Mr. Sniscak:

By Order entered September 27, 2012 (September Order), the Commission approved the Application of Leatherstocking Gas Company, LLC (LGC), granting a Certificate of Public Convenience authorizing LGC to supply natural gas service to the public in portions of Susquehanna County, Pennsylvania, at Docket No. A-2011-2275595.
Per Ordering Paragraph 4 of the September Order, LGC was directed to file its initial Tariff within thirty (30) days of the entry date of the Order.  Per Ordering Paragraph 5 of the September Order, LGC was directed to file its contracts and/or arrangements with its affiliated interests for Commission approval within thirty (30) days of the entry date of the Order.  Per Ordering Paragraph 8 of the Order, LGC was directed to meet with various Commission Bureaus to discuss required regulatory filings within sixty (60) days.
On November 12, 2012, LGC filed a request for an additional extension until December 30, 2012 to file its initial Tariff and its Affiliated Interest Agreement.  LGC opined that extending the filing requirements in Ordering Paragraphs 4 and 5 until December 30, 2012 would give LGC and the various Commission Bureaus time to meet and resolve in advance of those filings any issues and would save time and expense for all involved.
Upon review of the company’s November 12th filing, we believe that it would be appropriate to grant LGC’s request.  Therefore, we direct that LGC file its initial Tariff and contracts and/or arrangements with its affiliated interests for Commission approval on or before December 30, 2012.
