TO ALL PARTIES:
By Secretarial Letter dated January 3, 2013, the Commission issued the Initial Decision of Administrative Law Judge Elizabeth Barnes in this matter.  Exceptions were due within twenty days of that letter (i.e., January 23, 2013).  Reply Exceptions were due within ten days after the date that Exceptions were due (i.e., February 4, 2013).
On January 22, 2013, the Complainant appeared in the Secretary’s Bureau and showed Commission staff that the envelope containing the Initial Decision was postmarked January 15, 2013.  The Complainant advised Commission staff that the document was received January 22, 2013.  The Complainant requested an extension of time in which to file Exceptions.

Commission staff unsuccessfully attempted to reach counsel for PPL Electric Utilities Corporation via telephone to determine if there was any objection to the requested extension. 

The Commission’s Regulation at 52 Pa. Code § 1.15 permits the Commission to grant an extension of time for good cause shown before the pertinent time period has expired.  The Commission finds that the Complainant has established good cause for the requested extension of time.  As a result, the Commission will extend the period for filing Exceptions for a period of ten days.  Exceptions, therefore, shall be filed on or before February 1, 2013, and Reply Exceptions shall be filed on or before February 11, 2013.
