ORDER

BY THE COMMISSION:


Read’s Moving Systems, Inc. (carrier) furnishes household goods in use services originating in Bucks, Chester, Delaware, Montgomery, and Philadelphia Counties, as more thoroughly described in the Orders granting it authority at A-00097899 and amendments thereto.  


Carrier has filed Tariff Freight Pa. P.U.C. No. 3 updating the carrier’s Declared Value Provisions, adding a new service classification, increasing the warehouse handling charge, and amending the travel rates.    
Additionally, carrier has filed an affidavit stating that the proposed increase in rates will generate less than 1% of the carrier’s gross intrastate revenues based on the 2011 revenues.  The request is certified to the Commission for its decision without an oral hearing; the record consists of the proposed tariff pages. 
DISCUSSION AND FINDINGS

The carrier has proposed three changes to its tariff as summarized in the table below.

	Read's currently applies a one hour travel charge which does not allow for delays due to greater distances or traffic conditions.  Amended condition will allow for those variables and reduce profit loss.
	
	An increase of up to 100% from current $130 up to $260 if applicable.
