To Whom It May Concern:


By Commission Order entered August 3, 2012, the Commission directed the Pennsylvania Department of Transportation (Department) to perform all work, pursuant to approved plans, that would allow the bridge subject to this proceeding to be reopened to a 13-ton weight limit.  The Department, by letter dated November 6, 2012, requested that an engineer from the Commission’s Bureau of Technical Utility Services (TUS) be permitted to perform a final inspection of the work performed by the Department to allow the bridge to be reopened to vehicular traffic.


Administrative Law Judge David A. Salapa’s Order dated November 8, 2012, granted the Department’s request and directed TUS to schedule a final inspection, upon notification from the Department, to determine whether the work complies with the Commission’s August 3, 2012 Order.  ALJ’s Order also states that if TUS notes that the work has been completed, it may recommend to the Commission that the bridge be opened to vehicular traffic.



By telephone conversation on January 11, 2013 the Department notified TUS that it has completed the work as directed.  A final inspection was performed January 22, 2013, and concurs that the work has been completed in accordance with the August 3, 2012 Order and TUS recommends the subject bridge be reopened to the restricted 13-ton weight limit.



The Commission issues this Secretarial Letter in accordance with Section 2702 of the Public Utility Code and adopts the Bureau of Technical Utility Services recommendation and directs that the subject bridge be reopened to a maximum weight limit of 13-tons, THEREFORE;

1. The bridge carrying State Route 4009 above the grade of the tracks of Canadian Pacific Railroad, in La Plume Township, Lackawanna County, be reopened to vehicular traffic for a maximum weight limit of 13-tons.
2. All previous Orders in this proceeding remain in full force and effect.
