Dear Ms. Avick:

On March 17, 2010, Advantus Engineers LLC was registered as a Conservation Service Provider (CSP) with the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission.  This registration was valid for two years from the registration date.  The expiration date for the CSP registration for Advantus Engineers LLC was March 17, 2012.  

On January 22, 2013, a notice to cancel the registration of Advantus Engineers LLC was issued, as the Commission had no record of an application for renewal of CSP registration being filed by Advantus Engineers LLC.  On January 29, 2013, Advantus Engineers LLC informed Commission staff that an application for renewal had been mailed to the Commission on January 3, 2013.  Upon further review by staff, an application for renewal registration by Advantus Engineers LLC had in fact been filed with the Secretary’s Bureau on January 8, 2013.  By this letter we are rescinding the January 22, 2013 letter canceling the registration of Advantus Engineers LLC as a CSP.  Please be advised that we have reopened the above docket for renewal of Advantus Engineers LLC CSP registration.  

Upon review, it appears that the applicant continues to meet the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission’s minimum qualifications to provide consultation, design, administration, management or advisory services to an EDC regarding energy efficiency and conservation plans required under Act 129 of 2008, P.L. 1592.  Therefore, effective March 17, 2012, Advantus Engineers LLC is re-registered as a CSP on the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission’s Registry of Conservation Service Providers for two more years.  The registration of Advantus Engineers LLC as a CSP will expire on March 17, 2014, unless an application and fee for renewal of CSP registration is received by that date.  In addition, the applicant is advised that if any information in the application changes, they must provide a written notice of said change to the Commission within 45 days of the change.
