THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:



1.
That the motion for default judgment filed on November 21, 2012, by the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement of the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission is granted. 



2.
That the complaint filed by the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement of the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission against John R. Pierce at C‑2012‑2318094 is sustained.



3.
That John R. Pierce shall pay a civil penalty of Thirty Dollars ($30.00) for the violations set forth in the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement’s complaint, as provided for in the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §3301, as well as his outstanding assessment in the amount of Two Hundred Twenty-Two Dollars ($222.00) for a total of Two Hundred Fifty-Two Dollars ($252.00) by certified check or money order, within twenty (20) days after service of the Commission’s order, forwarded and made payable to:

That John R. Pierce cease and desist from further violations of the Public Utility Code and the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission’s regulations.



5.
That if John R. Pierce fails to pay the amount set forth in Ordering Paragraph 2 above within twenty days of the entry of a final Commission Order, that:

a.
John R. Pierce’s certificate of public convenience at Docket No. A‑00123342 shall be cancelled without further action by the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission;

b. 
A copy of a final Commission order shall be served on the Pennsylvania Department of Transportation, pursuant to 75 Pa. C.S. §§1301-1379, requesting that the Pennsylvania Department of Transportation put an administrative hold on John R. Pierce’s vehicle registrations.  John R. Pierce will not be able to register any new vehicles or renew any existing vehicle registrations until all past dues assessments are paid, all past due civil penalties are paid, all insurance filings are up to date, and it holds an active certificate of public convenience issued by this Commission; and

c.
This matter be referred to the Pennsylvania Office of Attorney General for appropriate action.

That after John R. Pierce pays the amounts set forth in Ordering Paragraph 2 above, the record at Docket No. C‑2012-2318094 shall be marked closed.
