The officer traveled to both addresses with no location showing any indication of Eagle Limousine & Motorcoach, Inc., being there.  The website for Respondent was shown as http://www.eaglelimo.com/.  This website was blank.

	The complaint and notice were sent by certified mail January 10, 2013 and returned January 17, 2013 UNCLAIMED.  The complaint and notice were re-served January 17, 2013 via U.S. Postal Service regular mail, and returned not deliverable as addressed.  The complaint was published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin of February 16, 2013.  To date, no response has been received from Respondent.  Therefore, the allegation in the complaint is admitted and the complaint is sustained.

	THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED:  
	
1.	That the allegation is deemed admitted.

2.	That the complaint is sustained.

3.	That Respondent's Certificate of Public Convenience is cancelled.
