TO ALL PARTIES:
On April 17, 2013, the Commission served all Parties to this proceeding with the Initial Decision of Special Agent Tiffany A. Hunt.  Exceptions were due on or before May 7, 2013 and Replies to Exceptions were due on or before May 17, 2013.  
On May 20, 2013, Brenda Crawford (Complainant) contacted the Commission to request an extension of time, nunc pro tunc, to file Exceptions.  She stated that she did not receive the Initial Decision until May 14, 2013.  Commission staff contacted counsel for PECO Energy Company, who had no objection to the Complainant’s request for an extension.
The Commission’s Regulations at 52 Pa. Code § 1.15 permit a party to request an extension of time to perform an act, after the expiration of the specified period, where reasonable grounds are shown for the failure to act.
