On February 15, 2013, the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement instituted a complaint against Jeff's Taxi, Respondent, alleging that Respondent transported passengers for compensation while not then holding a Certificate of Public Convenience by this Commission.

Respondent was duly notified that, if an answer was not filed within twenty (20) days of receipt of the complaint, the penalty would be imposed.  


The complaint and notice were sent by certified mail on February 25, 2013, and served on respondent on February 25, 2013.  The Complaint and Notice were returned - UNCLAIMED on March 7, 2013, The Complaint and Notice were re-served March 19, 2013 by US Postal Service and returned - Return to Sender, Unable to Forward on April 1, 2013.  On April 27, 2013, notice was given in the Pennsylvania Bulletin and, more than twenty (20) days later, no response has been received from respondent.

Therefore, the allegations in the complaint are admitted and the complaint is sustained.  


Respondent, within twenty (20) days from the date of service of this letter, shall pay a fine of one thousand dollars ($1,000.00) by certified check or money order payable to the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, and mailed to PA Public Utility Commission, P.O. Box 3265, Harrisburg, PA 17105‑3265, as provided in the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. §§3301 and 3315, shall cease and desist from further violations of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §§101, et seq., and the Regulations of this Commission, 52 Pa. Code §§1.1, et seq.  


If you disagree with this determination you may appeal to the Commission, pursuant to 52 Pa. Code §5.44 or, if you believe that you have received this letter in error, you must write a letter stating the reasons you believe this letter is in error and requesting that it be rescinded within 20 days of the date of this letter.  The letter shall be sent to Secretary, PA Public Utility Commission, P.O. Box 3265, Harrisburg, PA 17105-3265.
