Dear Mr. Hoggard:



I am in receipt of your letter to me, dated May 29, 2013, which contained additional argument about your case through reference to your latest PECO electric bill, dated May 23, 2013.  A copy of that PECO bill was attached to your letter, but is not part of the record.



Your letter did not indicate that it had been sent to PECO’s attorney, so I requested that our Secretary’s Bureau serve a copy on PECO.  I later received confirmation that your letter had been sent to PECO so the letter to me is not a prohibited ex parte communication.  However, it makes argument about a bill which has not been included in the evidentiary record and to that extent; it cannot be considered by me in my decision in this case.  


Since I have requested that PECO provide some late-filed exhibits, I will treat your letter as a motion to admit the letter and attached bill as a late-filed exhibit, and also to admit the receipt that you sent to me for a $197 payment made to PECO on May 14, 2013.  The receipt was received in my office during the May 24, 2013 hearing, and therefore was received too late to be admitted at the hearing.  PECO will be provided ten (10) days from today’s date, or until June 13, 2013, to respond to the motion for admission.



The record of this proceeding will close upon my receipt of the transcript or my ruling on your motion for admission, whichever occurs last.  However, given that this proceeding must be at an end, you should not send additional bills or other potential exhibits for my consideration, absent extraordinary circumstances.  At some point, the argument is duplicative, and need not be repeated.
