This matter comes before the Commission on an application filed December 26, 2012.  Public notice of the application was initially given in the Pennsylvania Bulletin of March 23, 2013, with protests due by April 8, 2013.   No protests were filed.  The unopposed application is certified to the Commission for its decision without oral hearing.  The record consists of the application, the applicant’s verified statements and the agreement of sale of stock.
DISCUSSION AND FINDINGS:

J. H. Bennett Moving & Storage, Inc., (applicant) has been certificated since July 16, 1980, to transport by motor vehicle, household goods in use.  Applicant seeks approval for transfer 125 shares of stock from J. Gordon Naughton back to J. H. Bennett Moving & Storage, Inc. and then transfer 42 shares of stock to Kent W. Mitchell.  The requested transfer will render Mr. Mitchell the sole stock holder of J. H. Bennett Moving & Storage, Inc.
Mr. Mitchell has over 23 years of experience in the transportation industry where he has served as the General Manager of J. H. Bennett Moving & Storage, Inc.  
Applicant will keep its operations at 1705 Raspberry Street, Erie, Erie County, PA 16502.  The applicant’s facility will be the repository for all business records and is equipped with telephone, fax, and computer based communication systems.  Hours of operation will be 9:00 AM to 5:00 PM Monday through Friday, and by appointment on Saturday and Sunday.
Applicant, following the transfer of ownership to Mr. Mitchell, will continue to utilize the hiring, safety, and maintenance procedures which were previously approved by this Commission under Mr. Naughton’s ownership.

A review of the record before us indicates that the applicant possesses the technical expertise, experience, facilities, sufficient capital and other resources necessary to provide the proposed service.  Applicant has no outstanding fines or assessments, which would prevent transfer of its authority.
The balance sheet of applicant dated December 12, 2012, shows total current assets of $501,074, which includes cash in the amount of $269,357, total assets of $501,074, with $283,210 liabilities.   

After complete review of the record, we find:

1. The stock transfer proposed by this instant application will not adversely affect the public;

2. Approval of the unopposed application is necessary for the accommodation and convenience of the public; THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1. That the application for transfer of 250 shares of capital from J. Gordon Naughton, to J. H. Bennett Moving & Storage, Inc., and 42 shares of capital to Kent W. Mitchell, be approved.
2. The capital stock of J. H. Bennett Moving & Storage, Inc., shall not be further sold, transferred or in any other way conveyed to any other individual, partnership, corporation, or any other entity without prior filing of an application with this Commission and approval thereof.
