PREHEARING CONFERENCE ORDER

In accordance with the provisions of 66 Pa. C.S. §333 and 52 Pa. Code §§5.221-5.224, the Commission has scheduled a telephonic initial prehearing conference in the above-captioned case.

THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1.	That a telephonic prehearing conference shall be held at 10:00 a.m. on Monday, August 5, 2013.  The parties must be available when I contact them.  If a party will be at a telephone number that is different than the number on the prehearing conference  notice, that party must notify me of that telephone number at least seven (7) days before the prehearing conference.

2.	The prehearing conference is for discussing the issues to be litigated, developing a litigation schedule and determining dates for evidentiary hearings.  No testimony will be taken.  

3.	That pursuant to 52 Pa. Code §§1.21 & 1.22, if you are an individual, you may represent yourself or you may have an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, or admitted Pro Hac Vice, represent you.  However, if you are a partnership, corporation, trust, association, or governmental agency or subdivision, you must have an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, or admitted Pro Hac Vice, represent you in this proceeding.  Unless you are an attorney, you may not represent someone else.  Attorneys shall enter their appearance in accordance with the provisions of 52 Pa. Code §1.24(b).

4.	That parties shall review the regulations pertaining to prehearing conferences, in particular 52 Pa. Code §5.222(d), which provides that parties and counsel will be expected to attend the conference fully prepared for useful discussion of all problems involved in the proceeding, both procedural and substantive, and fully authorized to make commitments with respect thereto.  The preparation should include, among other things, advance study of all relevant materials, and advance informal communication between the participants, including requests for additional data and information, to the extent it appears feasible and desirable.  The Pennsylvania Code is available on-line at www.pacode.com.   

5.	That failure of a party to participate in the initial prehearing conference, without good cause shown, shall constitute a waiver of all objections to any agreements reached at the prehearing conference, and a waiver of all objections to any order or ruling issued with respect to the agreements reached.



6.	That a request for a change of the scheduled initial prehearing conference date shall state the agreement or opposition of other parties, and shall be submitted in writing no later than five (5) days prior to the initial prehearing conference.  52 Pa. Code §1.15(b).  Requests for change must be sent to me, with copies to all parties of record.  My address is:
