PROCEDURAL ORDER


A Prehearing Conference was held in these consolidated cases involving PPL Electric Utilities Corporation’s Distribution System Improvement Charge (“DSIC”) on Monday, July 1, 2013, at 10:00 a.m. in Harrisburg, PA.  Several parties participated and presented prehearing memoranda in advance of the Prehearing Conference.  I noted the appearances of Elizabeth Rose Triscari, Esquire (standing in for Steven C. Gray, Esquire), on behalf of the Office of Small Business Advocate (“OSBA”); Candis A. Tunilo, Esquire, and Erin L. Gannon, Esquire, on behalf of the Office of Consumer Advocate (“OCA”); Michael W. Hassell, Esquire (standing in for David B. MacGregor, Esquire) and Jessica R. Rogers, Esquire, on behalf of PPL Electric Utilities Corporation (“PPL”); and Adeolu A. Bakare, Esquire, on behalf of the PP&L Industrial Customer Alliance (“PPLICA”). 

Procedural consolidation

		I noted that all formal complaints had been consolidated with the underlying “P” docket in the Prehearing Conference Order, due to common questions of law or fact.

 
 Petitions to intervene

		Petitions to intervene were filed by PPLICA and a PPL residential consumer Eric Joseph Epstein.  As there were no objections to these interventions, they were granted, and this will be confirmed in the Ordering Paragraphs below.

		Notice was also provided that parties providing prepared testimony are required within thirty (30) days after the final hearing to either eFile or provide to the Secretary’s Bureau a compact disk containing all testimony furnished to the court reporter during the proceeding, consistent with the Commission’s Implementation Order dated January 10, 2013, at Docket No. M-2012-2331973. 	

Coordination of witnesses 

		Ms. Rogers will coordinate an agreement as to the order of witnesses and approximate hearing time needed for each witness and provide that to me at least two (2) business days before the hearing. 

Service of documents

		The parties are in agreement that they will accept electronic delivery of documents by 4:30 p.m. on the due date as satisfying the in-hand requirement, if followed by hard copy sent via first class mail or interoffice mail.  I will also accept service of documents in this manner, but request that I be provided one (1) hard copy and an electronic version of all filed documents in Word 2010 or compatible or Excel as appropriate.  In addition, I request one (1) hard copy and an electronic version of all served testimony.  

Transcript turnaround

		The transcript turnaround time in this proceeding will be three (3) days.
 
Public input hearings

		The OCA reported that, at this time, there does not appear to be a need for public input hearings.  If the need arises, OCA will notify me and other parties immediately so that these hearings can be scheduled.

Discovery modifications

		There were no requested discovery modifications.

Protective Order

		There is no need for a protective order at this time.

Scope of Proceeding  

		The OCA and PPL reserved their respective rights to contend that this consolidated proceeding encompasses more than or is limited to the four (4) issues identified by the Commission in its May 23, 2013, Order at Docket No. P-2012-2325034.

		1.	That the procedural schedule and other matters set forth herein are adopted for this proceeding.

		2.
