ORDER


BY THE COMMISSION:



We adopt as our action the Recommended Decision of Administrative Law Judge Joel H. Cheskis, dated June 11, 2013;


THEREFORE,


IT IS ORDERED:

1. That the North Heidelberg Sewer Company shall not put in place the rates contained in Tariff Wastewater-Pa. P.U.C. No. 2 dated October 24, 2012. 

2. That the Joint Petition for Settlement of all Issues in Rate Proceeding dated May 28, 2013 by North Heidelberg Sewer Company, the Office of Consumer Advocate, the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement and David Marous in the above-captioned case is hereby approved and adopted, without modifications.

3. That North Heidelberg Sewer Company shall file a tariff supplement reflecting the rates set forth in Appendix A of the Joint Petition dated May 28, 2013 to become effective pursuant to the terms and conditions contained therein on one day’s notice after entry of a Commission Order approving the Joint Petition for Settlement.

4. That North Heidelberg Sewer Company will not file for another general sewer rate increase under Section 1308(d) of the Public Utility Code prior to four years after the entry date of the Commission Order approving the Joint Petition, except for filings pertaining to the state tax adjustment surcharge, other filings required by the Commission or filings seeking extraordinary rate relief.

5. That, if North Heidelberg Sewer Company is acquired by another entity, the Company will not increase its rates beyond the phase in agreed to in the Joint Petition if the acquiring entity’s rates are higher but will match the acquiring entity’s rates if the rates are lower.

6. That North Heidelberg Sewer Company will replace or repair the communitor within sixty days of entry of the Commission Order approving the Joint Petition and will hose down the walls of the units at the treatment plant on a routine schedule.

7. That North Heidelberg Sewer Company will provide the Office of Consumer Advocate with a copy of a residential customer bill within thirty days of the beginning of each phase in established in the Joint Petition.

8. That North Heidelberg Sewer Company will provide the Office of Consumer Advocate with the terms of its repayment agreement with Metropolitan Edison Company to address the Company’s approximately $60,000 past-due balance within thirty days of the Company entering into the repayment agreement or the entry of the Commission Order approving this Joint Petition, whichever date is later.

9. That the Motion to Include Application in the Record dated June 4, 2013 is granted and the Application filed by North Heidelberg Sewer Company on October 24, 2012 will be formally admitted into the record of this proceeding with North Heidelberg Sewer Company providing the requisite number of copies to the Secretary of the Commission, within thirty days of the Commission Order approving this Joint Petition.

10. That the complaints filed in this proceeding by the Office of Consumer Advocate at Docket Number C-2012-2336716, Walter Eckoff at Docket Number C-2012-2330916, Dennis Scianna at Docket Number C-2012-2340430 and David Marous at Docket Number C-2013-2346871 are hereby dismissed and marked closed.

11. That the investigation at Docket No. R-2012-2330877 be terminated and marked closed.
