TO ALL PARTIES:
On June 27, 2013, the Commission issued the Initial Decision of Administrative Law Judge Jeffrey A. Watson in the above-captioned proceedings.  Exceptions were due by the close of business on Wednesday, July 17, 2013, and Replies to Exceptions were due by the close of business on Monday, July 29, 2013.

On July 22, 2013, Complainant Frank Rezzetano filed Exceptions.  On July 24, 2013, Duquesne Light Company (Duquesne) requested an extension of time in which to file Replies to Exceptions.  Considering that the Exceptions were filed late, Duquesne argued that it would be prejudiced if it had to comply with its July 29, 2013 deadline for filing Replies to Exceptions.  Duquesne asked that its Replies to Exceptions be due ten days from the date that Complainant’s Exceptions were filed (Thursday, August 1, 2013). 
The Commission’s Regulation at 52 Pa. Code § 1.15 permits the Commission to grant an extension of time for good cause shown before the pertinent time period has expired.  The Commission finds that Duquesne has established good cause for the requested extension of time.  As a result, the Commission will extend the period for filing Replies to Exceptions until the close of business on Thursday, August 1, 2013.
