TO ALL PARTIES:
On May 23, 2013, the Commission entered an Order in the above-captioned proceeding (May 2013 Order), which, inter alia, ordered that the bridge carrying State Route 1025 above the single track of Canadian Pacific Railroad be closed to all vehicular and pedestrian traffic.  The May 2013 Order also assigned certain responsibilities and initial costs to the Parties, and referred the matter to the Office of Administrative Law Judge for further proceedings. 
On June 3, 2013, the Pennsylvania Department of Transportation (PennDOT) filed: (1) a Petition for Reconsideration and Amendment, (2) a Motion for Certification of Interlocutory Order and Stay of Proceedings Pending Appeal, and (3) a Petition for Protective Order.  The Commission received no Answers to these filings.  By Order entered June 13, 2013, the Commission granted the Petition for Reconsideration and Amendment, pending further review of, and consideration on, the merits.

On July 31, 2013, PennDOT filed a Petition for Leave to Withdraw Certain Pleadings (Petition to Withdraw).  The Petition to Withdraw seeks to withdraw portions of the Petition for Reconsideration and Amendment, as well as the entire Motion for Certification of Interlocutory Order and Stay of Proceedings Pending Appeal.  Attached to its filing was a Notice to Plead, advising the other Parties that they have twenty days to file an Answer to the Petition to Withdraw, in accordance with 52 Pa. Code § 5.94.
The Commission is aware that the closing of the bridge has required many residents and businesses to travel a lengthy detour.  In the interest of facilitating an expeditious resolution of the Petition to Withdraw, the Commission will exercise its authority to shorten the time period for responding to the Petition to Withdraw.  Answers to the Petition to Withdraw must be received by the Secretary’s Bureau on or before Thursday, August 8, 2013.
