TO ALL PARTIES:
By Secretarial Letter dated July 17, 2013, the Commission issued the Initial Decision of Administrative Law Judge Angela T. Jones in this matter.  Exceptions were due within twenty days of that letter (i.e., August 6, 2013).  Reply Exceptions were due within ten days after the date that Exceptions were due (i.e., August 16, 2013).
By correspondence dated August 7, 2013, Yi Jing Groeber (Complainant) is requesting an extension of time to file Exceptions.  She stated that she had called various PUC staff members to request an extension since she received the Initial Decision on July 19, 2013.
