THEREFORE,


IT IS ORDERED:

1. That the Joint Petition for Settlement of the Rate Investigation Pursuant to 66 Pa. C.S. §1307(f) submitted by Columbia Gas of Pennsylvania, Inc., the Office of Consumer Advocate, the Office of Small Business Advocate, and the Bureau of Investigation 

and Enforcement at Docket No. R-2013-2351073, C-2013-2354079 and C-2013-2354106, dated July 1, 2013 is hereby approved in its entirety without modification.

2. That the Joint Motion of All Active Parties for Admission of Testimony and Exhibits Into Evidence dated July 1, 2013 is granted and the following documents are formally admitted into the record of this proceeding:

That upon the filing of a tariff supplement by Columbia Gas of Pennsylvania, Inc., acceptable to the Commission as conforming with the Joint Petition for Settlement and the Commission’s approval thereof, the purchased gas rates established therein shall become effective on one day’s notice after entry of the Commission’s Order approving the settlement, for service rendered on and after October 1, 2013.

5. That the Complaint of the Office of Consumer Advocate at Docket Number C-2013-2354079 is deemed satisfied.

6. That the Complaint of the Office of Small Business Advocate at Docket Number C-2013-2354106 is deemed satisfied.

7. That upon acceptance and approval by the Commission of the tariff supplement and supporting data filed by Columbia Gas of Pennsylvania, Inc., as being consistent with the Joint Petition for Settlement, the inquiry and investigation at Docket Number R-2013-2351073 shall be terminated and the docket marked closed.
