On March 20, 2013, SFE Energy Pennsylvania, Inc. d/b/a SFE Energy (SFE) filed an application with the Public Utility Commission (Commission) for approval of an electric supplier license as a supplier and aggregator in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.  

On August 15, 2013, the Commission issued an order tentatively approving the license application of SFE (Tentative Order).
