ORDER CONTINUING HEARING

� 	52 Pa.Code § 5.103(d)(1)(i) provides that “[t]he presiding officer is authorized to rule and will rule upon motions . . . [n]ot formerly acted upon by the Commission prior to the commencement of the hearing where an immediate ruling is essential in order to proceed with the hearing.”





� 	52 Pa.Code § 5.482(d) provides that “[t]he presiding officer will rule upon a motion for disqualification within 30 days of receipt. Failure to rule upon a motion for disqualification within 30 days of its receipt will be deemed to be a denial of the motion.”
