On November 1, 2012, the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement instituted a Complaint against Germantown Cab Co., t/a Germantown Taxi, Respondent, alleging that the Fuel Filler Cap is Missing on vehicle, a violation of 52 Pa. Code §29.402(1) and 67 Pa. Code §175.72(b).

Respondent was duly notified that, if no Answer was filed within twenty (20) days from the date of service of the Complaint, the penalty would be imposed.  

The Complaint and Notice were sent by certified mail on November 2, 2012; and, more than thirty (30) days later, no response has been received from Respondent.

C.S. §§101, et seq., and the Regulations of this Commission, 52 Pa. Code §§1.1, et seq.
