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BY THE COMMISSION:



This matter comes before the Commission on an application filed September 11, 2012 for paratransit service.  Public notice was given in the Pennsylvania Bulletin on February 2, 2013, with protests due February 19, 2013.  A protest was filed by Kutztown Area Transport Service, Inc. on February 13, 2013.  The application and protest were referred to the Office of Administrative Law Judge for hearing purposes.  A restrictive amendment was filed by both parties through their respective counsel on March 25, 2013.  The application proceeding was referred back to the Bureau of Technical Utility Services for processing under modified procedure on June 5, 2013.  The unopposed application is certified to the Commission for its decision without oral hearing. 
DISCUSSION AND FINDINGS



La Mexicana Express Service, LLC (applicant) submitted an application to transport persons in paratransit Service, and reflected that Jose Narriso Mizhquiri was the sole member of the LLC.  By letter dated June 5, 2013 sent to the applicant’s attorney, the applicant was provided 30 days to submit Verified Statement of Applicant, including financial information and Verified Statements of Support.  The Verified Statement of Applicant and 13 Verified Statements of Support were received on July 15, 2013.  The Verified Statement of Applicant was signed by Daniel S. Casiaguano and not by Jose Narriso Mizhquiri.  Additionally, the Verified Statement of Applicant lacked the required financial information.  By letter dated August 5, 2013 applicant was granted an extension until August 26, 2013 to provide a Verified Statement of Applicant, with complete financial information, signed by the proper party.  On August 23, 2013 the applicant’s attorney requested an extension until September 12, 2013, and the extension was granted.  In a letter dated September 10, 2013, the applicant’s attorney advised the application was in error and there were two members to the LLC and the one member who signed the application was no longer a member of the LLC.  No documentation was provided to verify that there were two members when the LLC was formed.  


At his time the true identity of the applicant’s members remains uncertain.  Additionally, the applicant has failed to provide evidence that it possesses the necessary financial fitness to render the proposed service.  The applicant has been afforded sufficient time and guidance to file the necessary information and has failed to do so; THEREFORE,



IT IS ORDERED:  That the application be denied.
