On March 19, 2013, the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement instituted a Complaint against Germantown Cab Co., t/a Germantown Taxi, Respondent, alleging Non-illuminated dome light on vehicle or dome light not visible from 100 feet front and rear, a violation of 52 Pa. Code §29.314(e) and Vehicle Equipment Standards-Odometer inoperative, a violation of 52 Pa. Code §29.402(1) and 67 Pa. Code 229.16 Ref §175.74.

Respondent was duly notified that, if no Answer was filed within twenty (20) days from the date of service of the Complaint, the penalty would be imposed.  

The Complaint and Notice were sent by certified mail on March 19, 2013; and delivered March 21, 2013, more than thirty (30) days later, no response has been received from Respondent.  

Therefore, the allegations in the Complaint are admitted and the Complaint is sustained.  


Respondent, within twenty (20) days from the date of the service of this letter, shall pay a fine of One Hundred Fifty Dollars ($150.00) by certified check or money order payable to the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, and mailed to PA Public Utility Commission, P.O. Box 3265, Harrisburg, PA 17105‑3265, as provided in the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §§3301 and 3315, shall cease and desist from further violations of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §§101, et seq., and the Regulations of this Commission, 52 Pa. Code §§1.1, et seq.
