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O R D E R

BY THE COMMISSION:



This matter comes before the Commission on applications filed on August 6, 2013.  Public notice of the applications was given in the Pennsylvania Bulletin of August 17, 2013, with protests due on or before September 3, 2013.   No protests were filed.  The record consists of the applications, and the applicant’s verified statements.  The unopposed applications are certified to the Commission for its decisions without oral hearing.
DISCUSSION AND FINDINGS

Cadden Bros. Moving & Storage, Inc., (applicant) has served as a certificated carrier of Household Goods in Use, and Property since July 24, 2007.  It is the applicant’s intention to continue to operate from its previously approved facilities and while continuing to utilize its previously approved, hiring, safety, and maintenance procedures.
The present applications represent a reorganization of company ownership, and an expansion of company operating area.  Through stock transfer, applicant seeks to transfer 50% of the issued stock from James D. Cadden, Jr., to the other current 50% shareholder, Patrick A. Cadden.  Upon completion of the transfer all issued and outstanding stock will be held by Patrick A. Cadden.  Because this is an ongoing concern with no changes in operation, and because the consolidation of ownership is to an existing shareholder, additional information concerning business plans and business structure was not deemed necessary.  

The applicant also seeks to expand its present operating authority so as to include service from points in the City of Scranton, Lackawanna County, and within three (3) statute miles of the limits of said city, to other points in Pennsylvania and vice versa.  This expansion of operating area does not represent a significant increase in the scope of the applicant’s authority and therefore the current complement of vehicles and employees has been deemed adequate.
As an existing carrier, the applicant currently maintains appropriate insurance coverage and has the ability to continue to pay the necessary insurance premiums.
The balance sheet of applicant, submitted on August 6, 2013, shows total assets of $94,849, total liabilities of $77,137, and total liabilities and owner’s equity of $94,849; following the addition of capital stock and retained earnings in the amount of $17,712.
A review of the record before us indicates that the applicant possesses the technical expertise, experience, facilities, sufficient capital and other resources necessary to provide the proposed service.  The transferor has no outstanding fines or assessments, which would prevent the transfer of its authority.


The applicant is hereby advised of its obligation to familiarize itself with the requirements of 52 Pa. Code as applicable to the operation of a common carrier as authorized by this Order.  Applicant is further advised that failure to comply with all applicable requirements may subject the carrier to penalties, including fines, suspension of operating rights or cancellation of its authority.  Title 52 of the Pa. Code is available online at www.pacode.com. 

After complete review of the record, we find:  

1. The stock transfer proposed by this instant application will not adversely affect the public.
2. The applications for transfer were unprotested.

3. Applicant has the ability, equipment, and fitness necessary to render the service.
4. Approval of the application is necessary for the accommodation and convenience of the public. THEREFORE,
IT IS ORDERED:

1. That the application for transfer of fifty shares (50) shares of the issued stock, from James D. Cadden, Jr., to Patrick A. Cadden, be approved.
2. The capital stock of Cadden Bros. Moving & Storage, Inc., shall not be further sold, transferred or in any other way conveyed to any other individual, partnership, corporation, or any other entity without prior filing of an application with this Commission and approval thereof.



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That the application be approved and that the certificate be issued granting the following right:  

To transport, by motor vehicle, as a common carrier, household goods in use, from points in the City of Scranton, Lackawanna County, and within three (3) statute miles of the limits of said city, to other points in Pennsylvania; and vice versa.
IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:   That the applicant shall not engage in any transportation authorized by this order until the applicant has received certificates of public convenience from the Commission.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That certificate of public convenience shall not be issued until the following are submitted to the Commission and approved by the Commission:


1.   An acceptable Form E, as evidence of bodily injury and property damage liability insurance.

2.   An acceptable tariff establishing just and reasonable rates.
IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That the authorities granted herein, to the extent that they duplicate authorities now held by or subsequently granted to the applicant, shall not be construed as conferring more than one operating right per authority type. 
IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That upon compliance with the requirements hereinbefore set forth, certificates shall be issued evidencing the Commission's approval of the rights to operate as above-determined.  

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That in the event said applicant has not, on or before sixty (60) days from the date of entry of this order, complied with the requirements hereinbefore set forth, the applications shall be dismissed without further proceedings.  
IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That upon compliance with this order, the right granted the transferor, Cawley Brothers Van Lines. Inc., at A-00099926 be canceled and the record marked closed.
