Bridge Structure where State Route 1025, crosses over a single track of Delaware and Hudson Railway Company, Inc. (264 293 K) in Nicholson Borough, Wyoming County.
To Whom It May Concern:

By Secretarial Letter issued November 8, 2013, the Commission directed the Delaware and Hudson Railway Company, Inc. (Delaware & Hudson), at its sole cost and expense, pursuant to the approved plans, furnish all material and perform all work necessary to install concrete barriers and protective fencing necessary to reopen the roadway and bridge structure to a single lane of travel and for a maximum load limit of twenty-eight (28) tons for single vehicles and thirty-two (32) tons for combination vehicles. 
By electronic correspondence (via e-mail) sent on December 10, 2013 the Department of Transportation (Department) notified the Commission’s Bureau of Technical Utility Services (TUS) that Delaware & Hudson had completed the work as directed.  
The Commission issues this Secretarial Letter in accordance with Section 2702 of the Public Utility Code and adopts the Bureau of Technical Utility Services recommendation and directs that the subject bridge be reopened to a single lane of travel and for a maximum weight limit of twenty-eight (28) tons for single vehicles and thirty-two (32) tons for combination vehicles, THEREFORE;

1. The bridge carrying State Route 1025, above grade, the single track of Delaware and Hudson Railway Company, Inc. (264 293 K) in Nicholson Borough, Wyoming County, be reopened to vehicular traffic for a single lane of travel and for a maximum weight limit of twenty-eight (28) tons for single vehicles and thirty-two (32) tons for combination vehicles.
2. All previous Secretarial Letters and Orders in this proceeding remain in full force and effect.
