HISTORY OF THE PROCEEDING


		On November 29, 2012, a public hearing was held in Harrisburg to review the PEOC Energy Company (PECO) Electric Universal Service Fund Charge Reconciliation for the Twelve Month Period Ended December 31, 2012, filed with the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission.  The statement was filed pursuant to Section 1307(e) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §1307(e).

		The hearing was attended by the following counsel:  Michael S. Swerling, Esq., appearing by telephone, who presented PECO Exhibits 1 and 2, and an affidavit by Scott A. Neumann; and Carrie B. Wright, Esq., on behalf of the Commission's Bureau of Investigation & Enforcement (I&E), who presented I&E Exhibit 1.  The parties also presented a Stipulation For Admission of Exhibits, which waived cross-examination related to this docket and agreed to the admission of the exhibits.

		The hearing resulted in a transcript of 10 pages, and the record closed upon its receipt on December 11, 2012.  The matter is now ready for decision.
FINDINGS OF FACT

		1.	A public hearing was held on November 29, 2012, to review the PECO Energy Company Electric Universal Service Fund Charge Reconciliation for the Twelve Month Period Ended December 31, 2012.

		2.	PECO Exhibit 1 is a two-page document that explains PECO's electric universal service fund reconciliation.  Tr. 4.

		3.	I&E submitted an exhibit summarizing the results of the PECO reconciliation filing, which is attached hereto as Appendix A.  I&E Ex. 1.

		4.	PECO experienced an undercollection of $4,793,822 for the twelve month period ending December 31, 2012.  I&E Ex. 1; Tr. 8.

DISCUSSION

		The Commission held a public hearing on November 29, 2012, in compliance with 66 Pa. C.S. § 1307(e).  The exhibits presented by PECO and I&E were moved into evidence without objection.  Admission of the I&E exhibit is subject to the usual condition that the numbers contained therein remain subject to audit, and that approval of the reconciliation statement does not constitute approval of either the accuracy of the reported figures or the reasonableness of the underlying transactions.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

		1.	The PECO Energy Company's Electric Universal Service Fund Charge Reconciliation for the Twelve Month Period Ended December 31, 2012, summarized in Appendix A, is deemed to be an adequate filing within the meaning of Section 1307(e) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. Code § 1307(e), subject to such further review and revision as may be found necessary by the Commission.
		2.	Acceptance of the Statement deemed to be adequate is based on the unaudited data reported by the utility and does not constitute a final approval of the accuracy of those figures or of the reasonableness of the underlying transaction.

		3.	The recovery of undercollections or the refund of overcollections for the utility whose filing is deemed to be adequate should be implemented based upon the operation of the automatic adjustment clauses as set forth in its tariff.


ORDER


		THEREFORE,

		IT IS RECOMMENDED:

		1.	That the PECO Energy Company Electric Universal Service Fund Charge Reconciliation for the Twelve Month Period Ended December 31, 2012, as set forth in Appendix A of this Recommended Decision, be, and hereby is, accepted insofar as it is undisputed.

		2.	That acceptance of the undisputed PECO Energy Company Electric Universal Service Fund Charge Reconciliation for the Twelve Month Period Ended December 31, 2012 Reconciliation Statement is expressly subject to such further review and revision as may be found necessary as a result of a subsequent Commission audit, or of some other proceeding.
		


3.	That acceptance of the undisputed PECO Energy Company Electric Universal Service Fund Charge Reconciliation for the Twelve Month Period Ended December 31, 2012 shall not constitute approval of either the accuracy of the reported figures or the reasonableness of the underlying transactions.
