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O R D E R

BY THE COMMISSION:



This matter comes before the Commission on application filed on April 11, 2013.  Public notice of the applications was given in the Pennsylvania Bulletin of August 31, 2013, with protests due on or before September 16, 2013.   No protests were filed.  The record consists of the application, and the applicant’s verified statements.  The unopposed application is certified to the Commission for its decisions without oral hearing.
DISCUSSION AND FINDINGS

Nuvo Movers, Inc., (applicant) is making its initial entry into the transportation industry and will operate from a facility located at 2 Ingham Way, New Hope, Bucks County, PA 18938.  Applicant’s office will be equipped with a computer with internet access, a fax machine, telephone service, and locking cabinets for file keeping.  This office will serve as the repository for all business records and they will be maintained and secured in accordance with standard business practices and all applicable Commission requirements.   Requests for service will be taken via telephone and e-mail.  Dispatching will be done via telephone or other suitable means.  Expected hours of operation will be Monday through Friday, 9:00 am through 5:00 pm.
The company President, Bryon Tompkins, will be responsible for handling all administrative and dispatching responsibilities.  An additional two to four employees will be hired to handle packing and labor needs; also to be hired are one to two drivers.  Drivers will be required to be at least 21 years of age, have previous driving experience, successfully complete an employment application, and pass pre-employment driver license and criminal background checks.  Subsequent license checks will be performed on an annual basis; background checks on a biennial basis.  Alcohol and drug use are strictly prohibited.  Drivers will be subject to random testing and violation of company policy will result in discipline, up to and including termination of employment.
Applicant presently owns three vehicles which are appropriate to the requested service.  All vehicles will be serviced in accordance with the manufactures’ guidelines and only by certified facilities.  In addition to scheduled services and inspection intervals, drivers will also be charged with inspecting the applicant’s vehicles for immediate safety or maintenance concerns.  The applicant presently maintains insurance coverage and advises the Commission that its annual insurance expense is approximately $9,800; which will be paid in installments throughout the course of the year.

The balance sheet of applicant, dated October 31, 2013, shows total assets of $64,000, total liabilities of $15,600, and net worth of $97,400 following the addition of $15,000 of capital stock and $34,000 of additional paid-in capital.
A review of the record before us indicates that the applicant possesses the technical expertise, experience, facilities, sufficient capital and other resources necessary to provide the proposed service.  The transferor has no outstanding fines or assessments, which would prevent the transfer of its authority.


We advise the applicant of the obligation to become familiar with the requirements of 52 Pa. Code as applicable to the operation of a common carrier as authorized by this grant of authority.  If the applicant changes its address, a Change of Address Form shall be filed with the Commission. The form can be found on the Commission's website: www.puc.pa.gov/general /onlineforms/pdf/MC_Address Change.pdf.  Failure to comply with all applicable requirements may subject the carrier to penalties, including fines, suspension of operating rights or cancellation of authority.  Title 52 of the Pennsylvania Code may be accessed at www.pacode.com.
After complete review of the record, we find:  

1. The transfer proposed by this instant application will not adversely affect the public.
2. The application for transfer was unprotested.
3. Applicant has the ability, equipment, and fitness necessary to render the service.
4. Approval of the application is necessary for the accommodation and convenience of the public. THEREFORE,
IT IS ORDERED:

1. That the application is hereby approved granting the following right:

To transport, as a common carrier, by motor vehicle, household goods in use, from points in the county of Montgomery, to points in Pennsylvania, and vice versa.

2. That the applicant shall not engage in any transportation authorized by this order until the applicant has received a Certificate of Public Convenience from the Commission.

3. That a Certificate of Public Convenience shall not be issued until the following are submitted and approved by the Commission:

a. An acceptable Form E, as evidence of bodily injury and property damage liability insurance (arrange for your insurance company to file with the Commission).

b. An acceptable Form H or Form UCPC-31, as evidence of cargo liability insurance (arrange for your insurance company to file with the Commission).
c. An acceptable tariff establishing just and reasonable rates.  Instructions for filing of a tariff can be found at www.puc.pa.gov/general/onlineforms/pdf/Initial_Tariff_ Instructions.pdf
4. That the authority granted herein, to the extent that it duplicates authority now held by or subsequently granted to the applicant, shall not be construed as conferring more than one operating right.

5. That upon compliance with the requirements hereinbefore set forth, a certificate shall issue evidencing the Commission's approval of the right to operate as above-determined.

6. That in the event said applicant has not, on or before sixty (60) days from the date of entry of this order, complied with the requirements hereinbefore set forth, this action shall be rescinded and the application be dismissed without further proceedings in accordance with Commission regulations.

7. That applicant must demonstrate safety fitness by completing a Safety Fitness Review.  Applicant will be contacted by Commission staff, which will schedule a review to be completed within 180 days of the date the certificate is issued.  An overview of the safety regulations can be found on the Commission's website: www.puc.pa.gov/general/onlineforms/pdf/Safety_ Fitness_Compliance.pdf.  Failure to submit to a Safety Fitness Review or to attain a satisfactory evaluation will result in cancellation of the certificate.
IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That upon compliance with this order, the right granted the transferor, Richard Andrew Eberz, t/a Ebz Moving and Storage, at Docket A-00122399, be canceled and the record marked closed.
