TO ALL PARTIES:
On October 15, 2013, Kevin Washington (Complainant) filed his Formal Complaint in this proceeding.  Philadelphia Gas Works (PGW) filed its Answer on November 6, 2013.  On November 14, 2013, PGW filed a Certificate of Satisfaction indicating that the Parties had resolved the matter.  The Complainant did not file an objection to the Certificate within ten days.  Consequently, this case was closed pursuant to 52 Pa. Code § 5.24.

On January 8, 2014, the Complainant filed the attached correspondence with the Commission.  It does not appear that a copy was served on PGW.  The correspondence alleges that the Complainant did not receive a copy of the Certificate of Satisfaction and was unaware that his Complaint had been closed.

Upon further review, this case will be reopened.  The Certificate of Satisfaction filed by PGW indicates that a copy was sent to a “Kevin Young” rather than to Kevin Washington.  As a result, it appears that the Complainant had no opportunity to object to the filing of the Certificate of Satisfaction.  Based on this apparent error in service to the Complainant, we will reopen this proceeding and refer the matter to the Office of Administrative Law Judge for such further action as is deemed necessary.  Of course, if this case is settled at any time, the Parties may file a new Certificate of Satisfaction pursuant to 52 Pa. Code § 5.24.
