TO ALL PARTIES:
On December 30, 2013, the Commission issued the Initial Decision of Administrative Law Judge Elizabeth H. Barnes in this matter.  The Parties were advised that Exceptions were due within twenty days (i.e., on or before Tuesday, January 21, 2014), and Replies to Exceptions were due within ten days thereafter (i.e., on or before Friday, January 31, 2014).

Mr. Mazza filed Exceptions on January 17, 2014.  On January 23, 2014, counsel for PECO Energy Company (PECO) filed a request for an extension of time to file Replies to Exceptions.  According to PECO’s counsel, although Mr. Mazza’s Exceptions included a Certificate of Service stating that his Exceptions were mailed to PECO on January 17, 2013, PECO has yet to receive that correspondence.  PECO only became aware of the filing when counsel discovered Mr. Mazza’s Exceptions on the Commission’s website on January 23, 2014.  PECO requested an extension of time, until Monday, February 3, 2014, to file Replies to Exceptions.  
The Commission’s Regulation at 52 Pa. Code § 1.15 permits the Commission to grant an extension of time for good cause shown before the pertinent time period has expired.  The Commission finds that PECO has established good cause for the requested extension of time.  As a result, the Commission will extend the period for filing Replies to Exceptions until Monday, February 3, 2014.
